SCRIPTURE READING

15:1 David built houses for himself in the city

of David, and he prepared a place for the ark of
God and pitched a tent for it. ?Then David
commanded that no one but the Levites were

to carry the ark of God, for the LORD had chosen
them to carry the ark of the LORD and to
minister to him forever. *David assembled all
Israel in Jerusalem to bring up the ark of the
LORD to its place, which he had prepared for
it....

“So the priests and the Levites sanctified
themselves to bring up the ark of the LORD, the
God of Israel. "And the Levites carried the ark of
God on their shoulders with the poles, as Moses
had commanded according to the word of the

25So David and the elders of Israel, and the
commanders of the thousands, went to bring up
the ark of the covenant of the LORD from the
house of Obed-edom with rejoicing. *And
because God helped the Levites who were
carrying the ark of the covenant of the LORD,
they sacrificed seven bulls and seven rams.
2’David was clothed with a robe of fine linen, as
also were all the Levites who were carrying the
ark, and the singers, and Chenaniah the leader of
the music of the singers; and David wore a linen
ephod. #8So all Israel brought up the ark of the
covenant of the LORD with shouting, to the
sound of the horn, trumpets, and cymbals, and
made loud music on harps and lyres.

29As the ark of the covenant of the LORD came
to the city of David, Michal daughter of Saul
looked out of the window, and saw King David
leaping and dancing.
